Noperso aytmakerepeatedrequests tomtervieworquestromrafutrorafte curortras
expressedadestre ot tobemterviewed: Attorneys and parties to an action, or anyone acting
on their behalf, are prohibited from speaking with, examining or interviewing any juror
regarding the proceedings, except with leave of court. If leave of court is granted, it shall be
conducted only as specifically directed by the court.

No person may make repeated requests to interview or question a juror after the juror has

expressed a desire not to be interviewed.
